3 Troubleshooting Guide

CONDITION CHECKPOINT METHOD OF INSPECTION CAUSE / REMEDY
Motor fails to rotate when it is 
switched on

Meltdown of fuse unit Check fuse continuity. 
(Visual and conduction check)

Replace the main switch (with 
fuse).
*Check the motor at same 
time.
There may be the possibility 
of a motor problem

Continuity of power cord unit Check power supply cord continu-
ity.
Check the continuity between 

1. Lead wire connection of 
main unit switch

2. Lead wire connection termi-
nal of the motor
and the blades of the plug 
using a tester.

Replace the power cord unit

Continuity of the switch Check with tester between both ter-
minals on the switch, while turning 
switch ON/OFF.

If there is no continuity, replace the 
main switch (with fuse).

Check of the motor connection 
faston terminals

Check if it is securely connected by 
pulling on the lead wire.

Securely connect.

Continuity of the motor Check the continuity between both 
terminals (1.Orange connection of 
lead wire 2.Brown connection of 
lead wire) (lead wire connection 
terminal) of the motor.

If there is not continuity, replace 
motor set. 
(Disconnection of the coil inside the 
motor)

Wearing of the carbon brush Visually check if one side of the 
carbon brush is worn out abnor-
mally.

Replace motor set.

Suction is weak Clogging in extension pipe / 
nozzle assy / hose assy

Check for clogging in each part Remove dust or replace parts

Clogging in the cloth bag / filter 
of the dust compartment

Check for clogging in each part Clean

Abnormal sound Indicator pipe unit
(Air protector)

Is it full of dust?
Clogging

Clean
Remove dust from each parts

Motor Problem with the motor or carbon 
brush

Replace the motor set.
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4 Disassembly and Assembly Instructions
Caution:

1. When disassembling, check the component fitting state and wirings. After repairing, always restore them to the original state.
2. Carefully handle the removed components, packing, etc. If they are damaged, then replace them with new ones.
3. After repairing, check that the components, etc., in the vicinity of the repaired sections are not damaged, the removed compo-

nents are in place, and the wirings are restored to the original state. Carry out the test run. Also check that the following
requirements are met.

• Insulation resistance
Must be 5 Ω or more when a DC voltage of 500 V is applied across the power plug and the motor core for one second.

• Dielectric strength
Must withstand an AC voltage of 1,250 V applied across the power plug and the motor core for one minute.

4. Do not alter the model, parts, or materials during repair.
5. If a wiring unit is supplied as a repair part, replace the whole unit with the new one instead of repairing or reconnecting the

broken portions only.
6. Insert/remove the fast-on terminals by pushing/pulling them straight out without jiggling them or applying unnecessary force.

4.1. Main body and the dust box
separation

1. Remove the buckle, and remove the main body from the
dust compartment.

4.2. Motor removal
1. Flip the main body, and remove the 4 screws holding the

upper body unit with the body cover unit, and remove the
upper body.

2. Separate the motor from the body cover.
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<Assembly precaution>
When mounting, align form of the motor support rub-
ber (rear) unit with form of the body cover connection

3. Remove the lead wires by shifting the noise suppressor
unit.
* Take care not to damage the noise suppressor when 
shifting the noise suppressor unit.
* There is a tape (glass tape) wrapped on the faston 
terminals, and when removing the faston terminals, 
press on to the protrusion on the faston terminal 
(arrow) as shown in fig. 5.
It can be removed by pressing on the tape from 
above.
* When mounting the motor, make sure to wrap the 
faston terminals of the connected lead wires with the 
protection tape B (glass tape).

4. Remove the noise suppressor unit, the motor support
rubber (front), and the motor support rubber (rear) unit.
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4.3. Air outlet cover unit removal
1. Peel off the exhaust packing unit and remove the air out-

let cover unit.

* Locations of parts mounted to air outlet cover unit

4.4. Main switch (with fuse)
removal

1. Remove the 2 screws mounting the handle.
2. Flip the body cover and remove the handle.

3. Remove the main switch and replace with the new main
switch.

* Main switch has a fuse built-in. 
Also, there are tapes (glass tapes) wrapped on each 
part.
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4.5. Fuse replacement
* Fuse is supplied by the main switch (with fuse)

4.6. Power cord replacement
1. Cut the lead wires at the root of the crimp contact and

remove the power cord.

* Make sure to wrap the crimp contact with the pro-
tection tape B (glass tape) after replacement.

2. Place the new power cord between the ribs of the body
cover unit, and connect the wires with crimp contact.
* Use the dedicated tool to crimp the crimp contact
* Wrap the crimp contact with the protection tape B 
(glass tape).

4.7. Indicator pipe unit removal
1. Remove the 1 screw mounting the indicator pipe unit with

the body upper unit, and remove the indicator pipe unit.
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4.8. Cloth bag unit removal
1. Remove the cloth bag unit from the expander.
